An Overall Grand Champion Award will also be
given. Each Director (Band) will receive a copy of his or her band’s performance as well as a USB compilation of judges’
comments.

There are a number of competitions and invitationals available to you around the state. However, we feel that an
afternoon/evening performance opportunity coupled with our outstanding performance venue at Buccaneer Stadium will
make this a truly positive educational experience.
