Concert/Performances include: Inauguration, CCR, Fall, Winter,
District/State Choral Festival, & Spring.

Course Objectives

Learn: healthy vocal technique, reading music notation, performing, variety of musical
styles, group learning skills, team work, problem solving, creative thinking skills and
expression through music.
