Credits :  .5 credits

Course Description 
This is class provides an opportunity for self-expression. The emphasis will be on 
learning techniques that will help students write more effective poems, short stories, 
short plays, and original essays. A wide variety of topics and assignments are meant to 
encourage and stimulate fresh ideas.  
 
 

Course Objectives 
By the end of the semester, students will: 
Learn and practice the technigues necessary to write fiction stories 
Learn and practice the elements necessary to write short one-act plays 
Learn and practice the tools necessary to write powerful poetry 
Learn and practice the connection between reading and writing, through a novel 
project  
Learn to use their imagination 
 
 

Student Expectations 
Students are expected to write daily. This will be done through the use of a writer's 
notebook. Students are expected to practice the techniques discussed in class. 
Students are expected to participate in classroom discussions. 
Students are expected to engage in the writing process, including drafting and editing 
pieces. 
Students are expected to come to class on time and be prepared with a writing utensil 
and notebook.
